6. How many Hawaiian Islands are above water?  Roughly how many below?

7. Draw a diagram that shows how the Hawaiian Islands formed? (At home)

8. On your map, draw and label the complete Hawaiian Island chain.  Also label another similar Island chain in the Pacific?

9. Draw and label three separate subduction zones (places where crust is “destroyed”).

Pacific and Atlantic

10. Draw and label two places where there is sea floor spreading (where crust is created).

11. Label where a land mass is being ripped apart by sea floor spreading.

12. What is backwards about the names Iceland and Greenland?

13. Iceland and Greenland have the same northern latitude, so why is only one covered in ice?
